Resilience & Natural Resources Report | March 2026

Prepared for: Town Council | Land Use & Natural Resources Committee (LUNR)

| Completed Projects |
The Town Tree Replacement Guide was partially funded by the SC Forestry Commission and completed

with the help from Surculus Design, a local landscape architecture firm. The final version has been
published to the website and a limited number of printed copies will be published with the remainder of
the grant funds.

| Ongoing Projects |

Station 24 Boardwalk Replacement

The Town was awarded Charleston County Greenbelt funding of $30k to replace the boardwalk at Station
24 —the beach access walkover of the highest priority for replacement on the Island. IPW has been
selected as the construction contractor and permits have been filed with DES OCRM while supplies are
ordered. Construction is expected to commence shortly after permits are approved.

Pet Waste Monitoring and Prevention

The Town has been distributing pet waste bag holders, which allow dog walkers to fasten pet waste bags
to a leash, encouraging better disposal practices. Ongoing monitoring of pet waste where it is found to be
left behind continues to measure impact of this improvement practice. Results will be reported to the
LUNR Committee.

| Upcoming Projects |
Arbor Day 10" Anniversary Celebration

2026 marks ten years that Sullivan’s Island has been designated a Tree City, USA through the Arbor Day
Foundation. This year’s celebration will include food trucks, live music, even more tree and flower
giveaways, a book sale by the friends of the library, a number of wonderful organizations will be there in
attendance, and a nature walk with Dewees Island naturalist Judy Drew Fairchild is not to be missed!
Additionally, there will be two workdays before and after the event in association with Earth Week. These
events will be advertised and registration available online through the Town Newsletter.

Invasive Species Removal

In discussions held by the Tree Commission and the LUNR Committee, a program for invasive plant
species removal projects is under development. Town led projects at Battery Thompson and other
locations across the island are under development with a volunteer workday to be scheduled as part of
the Arbor Day and Earth Week celebrations.

| Nature Walks, Community Outreach, & Maritime Marginalia |

Two natural walks were held in the maritime forest in March, which attracted four residents and five
visitors from Mount Pleasant and Chapel Hill. The March issue of the Town Newsletter featured a brief
Maritime Marginalia segment on American Beautyberry.

About the Data

Graph 1: This graph shows the Wastewater Viral Activity Level (WVAL) for COVID-19, Influenza A and RSV across South Carolina over a two- to
three-month period. The WVAL indicates viral activity in wastewater relative to historical baseline levels, where higher values suggest increased
virus presence in the community. The measure is calculated through a complex analysis of the raw data to determine how many standard
deviations each sample is from what is historically typical. Values are categorized as Very Low, Low, Moderate, High or Very High with pathogen-
specific thresholds:

COVID-19: Very Low (<2), Low (2-3.4), Moderate (3.4-5.3), High (5.3-7.8), Very High (>7.8)

Influenza A: Very Low (<2.7), Low (2.7-6.2), Moderate (6.2-11.2), High (11.2-17.6), Very High (>17.6)

RSV: Very Low (<2.5), Low (2.5-5.2), Moderate (5.2-8), High (8-11), Very High (>11)
The dashed lines on each graph represent these pathogen-specific category thresholds. Each point represents the median WVAL across all
participating wastewater treatment plants in South Carolina for that week. The median WVAL is used because it provides a more stable and
representative measure of viral activity across treatment plants, being less influenced by extreme values that might occur at individual facilities.

Graph 2: This graph highlights the levels of the virus that causes COVID-19, Influenza A and RSV detected at the utility during the specified time
period. Individual data points represent measured concentrations normalized for flow and population, while a smoothed trend line illustrates
the overall trajectory of these same concentration values. The colored blocks along the bottom indicate trend classifications, with sustained
trends (sustained increase/sustained decrease) calculated using 28-day periods and shorter-term trends (increase/decrease/plateau) calculated
using 21-day periods for sites submitting once a week. Due to the differences in typical concentration levels between these viruses - with SARS-
CoV-2 typically present at much higher levels than Influenza A and RSV - a dynamic scale is used for each pathogen. This scaling approach
ensures that meaningful patterns can be observed for all three viruses, as using a single fixed scale would make it difficult to visualize the
typically lower concentrations of Influenza A and RSV.

Graph 3: This graph displays emergency department visits for three respiratory viruses - COVID-19, Influenza, and RSV - across South Carolina. A
dynamic scale is used for each pathogen.

The data presented in these graphs should be interpreted as one component of a comprehensive disease surveillance approach. Wastewater
surveillance data, emergency department visits, and other indicators work together to provide public health officials with a more complete
understanding of disease activity in communities. No single data source is used in isolation to assess disease burden or make public health
decisions.

Topic: Draft Ordinance §132-32 Regulation of Gas-Powered Outdoor Maintenance Equipment.

TOWN COUNCIL STAFF DIRECTION

At its meeting of March 17, 20236, Town Council unanimously approved a motion for Town Staff to
develop suggested ordinance changes for review in the April Town Council Meeting. This included
discussion surrounding a subsection for residents’ use of gas-powered equipment to separate that usage
from that of commercial operations. In the following staff report, considerations from Town Council
discussion are incorporated into recommendations previously brought forward by the Public Safety
Committee in addition to those of the Ad-Hoc Committee regarding the issue of noise reduction from
commercial gas-powered leaf blowers and other outdoor maintenance equipment.

PURPOSE OF THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE SECTION

Staff is proposing a new §132.32 (enclosed) to regulate the use of gas-powered handheld outdoor
maintenance equipment (leaf blowers, string trimmers, edgers, pesticide foggers, and other similar
tools) with the following objectives:

1. Noise Reduction: Minimize disturbance to residents caused by high-decibel equipment.
2. Environmental Protection: Reduce emissions contributing to air pollution and climate change.

3. Ecological Benefits: Encourage retention of organic yard debris to improve soil health, support
insect and wildlife habitat, and reduce stormwater runoff.

4. Crew Safety and Health: Reduce exposure of landscape and maintenance personnel to
harmful pollutants, vibration, and heat from gas-powered engines, while also reducing
secondary impacts to surrounding public.

5. Gradual Transition: Provide a predictable timeline for residents and commercial operators to
adopt quieter and cleaner technologies, while enacting immediate measures to reduce impacts
in the near term.

KEY FEATURES OF THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE

Equipment Defined: Gas-powered leaf blowers, string trimmers, edgers, hedge trimmers, motorized
pesticide application devices, and multi-use power heads. Excludes chainsaws.
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Use by Residents: Allows temporary use with a clear phase-out timeline. Encourages adoption of
electric equipment.

Commercial Use: Includes staged hours for gas-powered equipment such as morning and afternoon
windows, Saturday limits, and eventual full prohibition after a two-year transition period.

Stormwater Protection: Prohibits blowing or placing leaves or debris into streets, gutters, or storm
drains. Ensures proper disposal or retention on site.

Environmental & Public Health Intent: Highlights benefits of leaf litter for soil health, moisture
retention, habitat, and ecological resilience. Frames noise and emission reduction as protective of both
residents and crew welfare.

Enforcement: Violations based on observable equipment type and time of day. Decibel measurement
not required. Each occurrence treated as a separate violation with penalties referenced in §132.99.

FURTHER POLICY CONSIDERATIONS:

Seasonality: Not relevant; leaves fall year-round in our climate.

Transition Timing: Designed to balance residents’ quality of life, commercial operations, and
equipment charging needs for electric alternatives.

Benchmarking: Similar regulations exist in Portland (OR), Montclair (NJ), and other municipalities,
where ordinances emphasize noise reduction, emissions control, and operator health.

Public Safety Impact: Ordinance language explicitly recognizes crew exposure to pollutants,
reflecting the Town’s commitment to protecting workers while achieving public and ecological
benefits.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

In reviewing the enclosed draft ordinance §132.32 Regulation of Gas-Powered Maintenance
Equipment, it is important to note that this differentiates the proposed language from inclusion in the
Town’s Noise Ordinance as defined in § 132.15. This affords the Town further ability to refine a
definition, purpose and intent, and other considerations separate from the pre-existing section of the
ordinance and further ability to tailor the various considerations as proposed in light of emerging
technologies that may arise. The proposed draft ordinance §132.32 offers ample considerations for
Council to review and propose changes reflecting the many considerations brought forward through
public comment throughout the course of Public Safety and Ad-Hoc Committee meetings. Any one of
the subsections may be subject to inclusion or exclusion to tailor Town objectives given revision of
purpose and intent or any other section of the proposed draft ordinance’s development.

ENCLOSED: DRAFT §132.32 REGULATION OF GAS-POWERED MAINTENANCE EQUIPMENT
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Proposed Ordinance: §132.32 — Regulation of Gas-Powered Outdoor Maintenance Equipment
(A) Purpose and Intent.

(1) The Town of Sullivan’s Island recognizes that the use of gas-powered, handheld outdoor
maintenance equipment, including leaf blowers, string trimmers, edgers, hedge trimmers, and
motorized pesticide application devices contributes to unnecessary noise, air pollution, and
greenhouse gas emissions;

(2) Leaf litter and organic yard debris improve soil health and moisture retention, provide habitat
for insects and wildlife, reduce stormwater runoff, and support coastal resilience;

(3) The operation of gas-powered, handheld outdoor maintenance equipment generates significant
noise and emissions that may negatively impact the comfort, health, and safety of both residents
and the operators themselves and exposes landscape and maintenance crews to particulate
matter, volatile organic compounds, vibration, and heat, which can affect long-term health and
working conditions.

(4) It is the intent of this section to reduce unnecessary noise in the Town to protect the peace,
quiet, and well-being of the community;

(5) Encourage sustainable and ecologically responsible landscape and property maintenance
practices;

(6) Promote a gradual transition to quieter and cleaner technologies, improving the safety, comfort,
and health of landscape and maintenance crews;

(7) Protect public health and environmental quality by reducing emissions from gas-powered
engines;

(8) Foster community resilience and soil and water health by encouraging the retention and
responsible management of organic yard debris.

(B) Definitions.

(1) Gas-powered handheld outdoor maintenance equipment. Leaf blowers, string trimmers, edgers,

hedge trimmers, motorized pesticide application devices, and multi-use power heads.

(2) Electric outdoor maintenance equipment. Handheld or walk-behind devices powered solely by
electricity or batteries.

(3) Commercial landscape maintenance. Landscaping or yard work performed for compensation.

(4) Non-commercial use. Maintenance of property for personal, non-commercial purposes.
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(5) Excluded equipment. Gas-powered chainsaws and pole saws.

(C) Restriction of gas-powered handheld outdoor maintenance equipment.

(1) Non-Commercial Use.

(a) Gas-powered handheld outdoor maintenance equipment permitted temporarily during a
transition period (up to 24 months from adoption).

(b) Encouragement of electric equipment for all residents.

(c) Use of all outdoor maintenance equipment subject to hours established under §132.15
Noises Disturbing the Peace.

(2) Commercial Use. The transition period restrictions on the use of gas-powered handheld outdoor
maintenance equipment are as follows:

a) Gas-powered equipment permitted temporarily during a transition period up to 24 months from
adoption.

b) The hours allowed for the operation of gas-powered handheld outdoor maintenance equipment
will be limited to:

i.  Phase 1 from date of adoption to December 31, 2026: Monday—Friday: 9:00 a.m. —
12:00 p.m., 2:00 p.m. — 6:00 p.m.; Saturday 10am — 12pm

ii.  Phase Il from January 1, 2027 to December 31, 2027: Monday — Friday: 10:00 a.m. —
12:00 p.m., 2:00 p.m. — 4:00 p.m; and no commercial gas-powered handheld outdoor
maintenance equipment on Saturday

(D) Stormwater and Yard Debris Requirements. All outdoor maintenance equipment is subject to
the following restrictions:

(1) It shall be prohibited to blow or place leaves or debris into streets, gutters, or storm drains or to
blow leaves or debris onto adjacent parcels;

(2) Property owners and commercial contractors share responsibility for compliance.

(E) Enforcement.
(1) Violations include disregard for the provisions of this Section;

(2) There shall be no decibel level measurement required for enforcement action, rather
observation of equipment type being used during transition phases;

(3) Each occurrence constitutes a separate violation with penalties described by §132.99.

241 SC FIRE DEPARTMENTS RECEIVE FIRE SAFE SOUTH CAROLINA COMMUNITY DESIGNATION

Fire Safe South Carolina congratulates 241 South Carolina fire departments for receiving the 2025 Fire Safe
South Carolina Community Designation. The number of designated departments represents nearlya 17 percent
increase from last year and marks the first time in the program’s history that all 46 counties in South Carolina
are represented.

Across the state, fire departments are demonstrating that strong community riskreduction programs can make
communities safer while strengthening the fire service mission. Departments earning this designation promote
consistent fire and life safety education, build partnerships within their communities, and use data collected
from calls for service to better understand and reduce local risks.

Departments will be formallyrecognized during aJune 12 award ceremony at the 2026 Fire-Rescue Conference
in Myrtle Beach. The ceremony begins at 10:00 a.m.

“Fire departments across South Carolina are demonstrating through risk reduction that prevention and
education are just as important as emergency response,” said South Carolina State Fire Marshal Jonathan
Jones. “Through Fire Safe South Carolina, these departments are taking proactive steps to reduce risks to their
citizens and protect their communities. Our focus in 2026 is reducing the number of home fire fatalities in our
state, and the work being done through this program plays a key role in achieving that goal.”

Launched in 2017, Fire Safe South Carolina is a partnership between the SC State Firefighters’ Association, the
SC State Association of Fire Chiefs, the SC Fire Marshals Association, the SC Chapter of the International
